¢ Militarism: When military values and goals take
over civilian society.

— The build up of weapons & military forces —
especially new technology
 European powers built up (mobilized) their armies
 Every country wanted a standing army (professional

+ Alliance System: Europe divided into two large
alliances
— Triple Alliance: Germany, Austria-Hungary and Italy
— Triple Entente: France, Great Britain and Russia

— Most alliance agreements were defensive ( “I got your
back’) but when one nation attacked another, multiple
countries were then brought into war because they

romised to have the other’s back!
